Instructions for home care following toenail surgery:
1) Leave the bandage on till the next morning, unless it gets wet or there is excessive bleeding. If there is excessive bleeding then take the bandage off and apply pressure and elevate for 15 minutes. If this does not resolve the bleeding then contact us. 
2) Following the removal of the current bandage, change the dressing at least two times daily: Once in the morning and once in the evening
a. You may use an Epsom salt foot bath. You may also shower.
b. When you are changing the dressing, use a small amount of antibacterial drops or ointment and a bandaid.
c. If it is after a soak or shower, then pat the area dry prior to dressing.
3) You should be seen back in our clinic in two weeks for a recheck. This is especially important as you have had a procedure in an area of the body which is hard to keep clean and prone to complications.
4) If you do notice redness and swelling, please let us know immediately and, if the symptoms are significant (redness and swelling extending up the foot,) then make sure you are seen by a medical professional as soon as possible.
